Albion fail to perform in Logan Cup

Eleven Albion players were reported missing at 2pm on Saturday as they
headed for the shadow of the Pentland Hills. Luckily, they were found safe and 
well at 3:45pm lazing about in the sunshine at Colinton Park
Yes, that statement just about sums up the performance, or non performance
of a side that lacked the basics required to compete against a very ordinary home side.
From the shot from McCreadie that came crashing off the cross-bar in only 20 seconds it
was downhill all the way from then on. A first half that was probably the worst witnessed 
in many a year, with both sides playing very poorly, to second half incidents that would have been 
rejected as laughable by an average comedy script writer, this Albion performance was a 
waste of a pleasant Saturday afternoon. The only 'pass' marks of an inept display can only 
be attached to 4 players, the three subs, Salton, Minto and debutant Andy Dudgeon
and Cowan who came of injured early in the second half.
The loss of a horrendous first goal in 52 Minutes, which sailed over Wallace's 
outstretched hands from all off 45 Yards, although wind assisted, the effort left the 
Albion keeper highly embarrassed. Then with 7 Minutes left on the clock a clever
Salton free-kick gave Albion false hope of a possible extra-time chance to 
salvage a poor performance. Not to be, as another comic book second goal
gave the home side a deserved lead. Within a minute of Albion's leveller
they were behind again as Wallace repeated his earlier newly learned comedy routine
this time as a 50 yard shot, from the half-way line, found the net to finish the game.
The inevitable third goal, as Albion went looking for a life-line was the final insult
as the home side wrapped up the tie with what will probably be their easiest win of the season
