Albion's performance dropped to an all time low on this visit to Kirkbrae and I'd go as far to say that
this outing was as near to a 'relegation' performance as it will get. Only Wallace and Dudgeon, playing his
first full 90 Minutes, can walk away with any pass marks.
Three factors played a big part in Saturday's proceedings'
The Albion performance was one. So inept, that I'm not going to waste time and energy reporting on the match details.
 Secondly, the squalid conditions of the home team changing rooms were better suited to
a third world country. We can't blame the home side for this, but the inept and apathetic attitude by the City of Edinburgh
council to upgrade the vast majority of the changing facilities in this city borders on the criminal. If their own environmental
staff were to inspect 75% of the facilities they would be closed down. How long do clubs' have to wait before these issue's are
addressed. Kirkbrae is exactly how it was in the early '70s. Thirty years have gone by and it’s still a disgrace.
The third factor was the refereeing display of Mr. Harris who took the proud display of his refereeing badge to a new low level
After being involved in the game for over forty years I've never seen a display of such over zealous officiating. You develop
a respect for referees and as with all walks of life there are some good and some not so good. Mr. Harris never rose to the level of the latter, he was worse than that. The Amateur branch of Redpath Albion has never in its 47 year life-span formally reported a match official, until now. The Association secretary was formally emailed by team manger John Barr within twenty four hours of the final whistle.
The dismissal of Captain Gordon McCreadie and the inflamatory comments made to the player by Mr. Harris prior to his
second yellow were outrageous in the extreme. The content of the comments made by Mr. Harris to McCreadie will not be reported on this website as we'll be using them to defend the formal club report. But the level of comments made to keeper Wallace when told to change his keeper’s jersey as it clashed with the home sides, set the tone for the game. While talking to the keeper before kick-off he remarked to Wallace  "your also being disrespectful to me by talking to me while chewing GUM" That's a new one. When did it become an offence to chew gum?
We await his report to the association. However, ours will be in before his. I notice he has been allocated the Scottish Widows v Tynecastle fixture next week. Both sides should beware.
