Albion push for goals
Albion recovered from a shaky start to claim a deserved point against table-topping visitors
Edinburgh Rose. On a day made for football it was Albion who started the better side and 
in 3 Minutes had to half-chances that were squandered. They paid the penalty a Minute later
when a cross ball took two wicked bounces in the Albion penalty area than
landed kindly for the Rose striker who coolly headed past Wallace to make it 0-1
From the restart Albion kept possession and floated past two defenders and
flashed an unstoppable shot past the keeper to make it 1-1.
As the game progressed it was real end-to-end stuff with both sides intent on taking control.
In 17 Minutes it was the visitors who made the breakthrough when a deflection of Frank Ross
resulted in the Rose scoring a second goal to make it 1-2. It was a blow to Albion's confidence
but more was to follow as three minutes later a cross ball caught the Albion defence ball watching
and the ball was nodded home to make it 1-3. Albion now had it all to do and credit to them as they
continued to ruffle the visitors with McCreadie and Moohan taking every opportunity to charge
at goal. Twin strikers Kerr and Minto were constantly chasing balls in the area and in 36 Minutes
their tenacity paid off when Minto won a ball on the edge of the area and passed the ball into
the path of McCreadie who was 'chopped' in the area for a certain penalty. The challenge should also 
have resulted in a red card, but referee Blackley timidly produced a yellow card.
Moohan casually stepped up to slam the ball home to give Albion a deserved life-line.
HALF TIME 2 v 3
Edinburgh Rose started the second period well and Albion had to weather a 15 Minute onslaught 
as the visitors showed why they were top of the league and undefeated. As Albion sat tight another
Rose corner was cleverly flicked in at the near post to give them a 2-4 lead. Was that the end for the home 
side. Well it could have been, but Albion's fighting spirit, especially in front of a big home crowd, saw them
turn this game on its head. In 65 Minutes Albion were forced to make a change when McCallum pulled up
with a strain and was replaced by Barr, with Moohan moving to central midfield and Kerr dropping to wide
right in what was effectively a three man attack. This change allowed Albion to release McCreadie and Moohan
to make runs from central midfield and within Minutes it brought dividends when a slip through found Minto
unmarked and he had no difficulty in ramming home a third for Albion 3-4. In 76 Minutes an Albion corner
was only half cleared and a stunning strike from Kerr on the edge of the area on the volley saw the Rose
keeper pull off a miraculous save as he turned the ball over the bar. The league leaders were now looking rattled 
as Albion powered forward, but they were almost caught short when a long range effort came off the Albion bar 
with Wallace stranded. It was a let off for Albion but undeterred they came storming back and in 83 Minutes
they were level and what a goal it was. A loose ball was floating into the arms of the Rose keeper when 
McCreadie sprung from the keeper blindside and out jumped the stopper to nod home an equaliser that
he had know right to reach. A tremendous goal that Albion fully deserved. 4-4
