Wallace saved well, but his deflected save
was in vain as a Broughton forward took advantage of Albion's defensive sluggishness to slot the ball home 2-0
Albion continued to look impressive going forward, but again it was to no avail as a third goal came in 66 Minutes
when a near post shot was handled on the line by Kevin Ross. Match official Mr. Duncan had no option but to 
award the inevitable spot-kick and show Ross the Red Card.. Now 3-0 down and needlessly down to 10 men, 
the game was all but over for Albion. Broughton had other ideas and they were gifted a fourth when an aimless
30 yard pass back from Frank Ross was 'fluffed' by keeper Wallace. His miss-kick presented the home striker 
with the easiest of chances to walk the ball in to make 4-0.
