Albion crash to second successive defeat"
Redpath travelled to Liberton determined to pick up from last Wednesday's humiliating
result v Tartan FC. Still without, McCreadie, the two Ross's, Kevin and Frank as well as
O'Donnell and Ferguson, it was a threadbare squad of twelve players who were given the task
of exorcising last weeks demons.
On another baking hot day, Albion reverted to a more familiar look with Huxtable moving to central defence
and Irvine switching to left full back. The early exchanges were pretty tame and it was fully 15 Minutes before 
any keeper seen any real action. In 19 Minutes Albion were dealt an unlucky blow when a long-range effort from Whitson
took a wicked deflection and zoomed past Wallace to give the home side a 1-0 lead.
This cruel blow spurred Albion on and they pressed forward, with Barr being particularly lively
On the 26 Minute mark Albion were level when a good four player move involving Moore, Kerr, Cowan
and Barr ended with Moore being dragged down in the penalty area an the match official Mr McGillivary
pointed to the spot. Salton calmly stepped up to easily place the ball beyond the keepers reach to make
it 1-1. Albion now enjoyed their best spell so far and another sweeping move down the left involving 
Moore and Cowan ended with Kerr just turning the ball inches wide at the near post.
The home side were now on the back foot, but as has been the norm so far this season, Albion gifted 
yet another cheap goal as the ball was swept over from the right and the deep cross was easily
converted to make it 2-1.
HALF TIME 2-1
If the first half was good, the second left a lot to be desired as both sides huffed and puffed their way
towards any kind of rhythm. It was dismal stuff, with Albion failing to show any imagination in their
play, but they were never in any real danger either, However, a dubious penalty call, in 59 Minutes, when the 
ball was played onto the arm of McCallum, gave Whitson the opportunity to extend their lead,
but Wallace saved superbly to keep his side in the match.
As the game progressed Albion had to go searching for the leveller and in doing so were ripe for the counter attack. 
In 70 Minutes they paid for it when an Albion defender was turned easily in the box, which allowed the home striker 
an opportunity to pick his spot and blast past Wallace. Albion made a change in 76 Minutes with Minto replacing
Moohan, with Kerr slipping to wide right, but the change failed to produce the last rally as the home side probably
just deserved the win based on chances made.
