Albion apply pressure
A tale of two halfs for Albion as the crossed the water to Fife for this
Scottish Cup tie. Albion who were minus the experienced Cowan,
McCallum and O'Donnell (all Holidays) travelled to Kirkcaldy
to meet Fife Premier side Kitty's and came home cursing what might have been.
A dismal first half where the loss of a 16th Minute goal that had the Albion
defence misjudging the wind-assisted long ball, then a free header in 23 Minutes
left Albion with a mountain to climb. A wonder goal which flew in from a half-volley
from 25 yards left the visitors 3-0 down after 28 Minutes. Albion clawed their way back into
the game with their own wonder goal when Ferguson flighted an inch perfect free kick 
past the home keeper to make it 3-1 in 36 Minutes. But, this life-line was all but wiped out
in 43 Minutes when sloppy defending allowed Kitty's to gain their 3 goal advantage.
HALF TIME 4-1
From the refs first whistle Albion roared back at the home side and proved that they were
capable of edging their way back into this game. With McCreadie breaking from midfield
the home side were pinned back for long spells, but Albion lacked the vital spark that would
have turned the pressure into goals. They should have reduced the defecit when Kerr found 
himself with only the keeper to beat but he fired his effort inches over the bar in 54 Mins
Albion were switching play at will and it was this tactic that produced their second when a 
slip wide by Kerr found Ferguson who coolly chipped the keepr from 18 yards to 
give Albion a bit of hope. It was all albion now and with Salton replacing O'Brien in 
midfield they sprang to life again when another McCreadie dash for the box ended with
him being hauled down in the box. Albion were sure the ref pointed ot the spot, but then 
changed his mind and awarded a goal kick! That was a cruel blow but Albion picked themselves 
up and kept pressing Kitty's at every opportunity. Kerr, who had ran himself ragged up front,
was then replaced by Barr with 16 Minutes to go. Albion could sense that a third goal
would ensur a grandstand finish and it almost came in 79 Minutes when the ball fell 
to Barr just inside the box, but his shot went tamely wide. A third and final change saw Frank Ross
being replaced by Dudgeon as Albion went for broke. However, the couragous effort came 
unstuck in the final Minutes when a swift breakaway by Kitty's caused problems for Albion and 
the inevitable final goal sealed the win for the home side.
