Albion were on top from start to finish in this their, second match of the season.
A measured, well disciplined and controlled performance as good as any seen at
Pilrig in recent season's. From the first whistle every Albion player were hungry for 
the ball and the slick passing and movement produced from every area of park
was too much for the visiting side to cope with.
It was a mystery how it took all of 19 Minutes for the home side to go in front,
but when they did it was worth the wait. A good move between McCreadie and
O'Donnell, ended with the latter placing a curling shot out of the keepers reach to
open the scoring. 1-0 Within minutes Barr almost added to that tally when he 
brilliantly rounded the keeper but after being forced wide of goal could only shoot past.
The creative play of the Albion midfield and the clever interpassing from the back four left the 
visiting side having defend for long spells, but it was fully 38 Minutes before they grabbed their
second and again it was another great move involving Barr, Frank Ross, O'Donnell as the
ball was crashed into the roof of the net from McCreadie to make it 2-0.
With minutes to half-time the Widows were given an unlikely lifeline when Wallace
was left in no-mans-land during a tame Widows attack and the ball sailed into the net
to make it 2-1
HALF TIME 2-1
Albion were forced to make a change during the interval with Moore being replaced 
by Ferguson. The change never knocked Albion out of their stride and as early as
3 minutes into the half Frank Ross slammed a marvellous drive from 30 yards
high into the roof of the net to extend Albion's lead to 3-1. From then on Albion
were home and dry as the midfield duo of O'Brien and O'Donnell teased and probed 
with passing accuracy that was hard to contain by the visiting side.
McCreadie drove forward at every opportunity and his strength brought Albion
a multitude of free-kicks on the edge of the area. One in particular was brilliantly
taken by Ferguson, and followed by an equally marvellous save as the keeper
turned the shot over the bar. There was no stopping McCreadie and in 77 Minutes
he was fouled in the penalty area, only for the referee to award an in-direct free
kick. Directly from this, McCreadie again went on a mazy run, and was again
felled in the area. No mistake this time as he ref pointed to the spot. Up stepped Salton
who smashed home his second penalty in two games to make it 4-1.
Late in the game a wonder save from Wallace, from a rare Widows attack, ensured Albion's
3 goal advantage.
