Ferguson Penalty makes it 2-2
In a five goal first half Albion, again came from two goals behind to
maintain their 100% league record and win their third successive league game.
The injuries to Salton and O'Donnell meant changes to Wednesday's winning side
however, the 2 game suspensions served by Kev Ross, Huxtable and Cowan, gave the 
management team options.
Pilrig Park was bathed in sunshine, but a serious wind was blowing down the Pilrig
slope, which would make thing's difficult for both sides. 
Another good crowd watched in disbelief as Albion went behind in 2 Minutes as a stray ball
landed kindly for the Broughton striker at the far post who steered home for 0-1.
With only eight Minutes played Albion went further behind when a good passing move 
from the visitors ended with a tame shot being deflected past Wallace to make it 0-2.
Once again, as with last Saturday v Seaforth, Albion found themselves with a mountain
to climb, and they had to get back into this game fast as a good Broughton side threatened to
add to their tally. In 15 Minutes Albion lost Moore through injury, which gave Cowan his 
first league appearance of the season.
The turning point came in 18 Minutes as Albion took command and won a
flurry of corners and free kicks as they mastered the strong wind at their backs.
A pack of player's stood watching as Barr crashed home from 10 yards to reduce the leeway 1-2
Albion were level 6 Minutes later when a long wind assisted pass found Barr chasing a ball he 
had no had no right to win, but his pace caught out the visiting keeper, who made contact 
and match official Mr. Duncan rightly awarded a penalty. Ferguson smashed it home 
expertly to make it 2-2. Broughton were now rattled and lost their rhythm for a while 
which Albion were able to capitalise on and produce their best spell of the half. 
With McCreadie and Huxtable driving their side on from central midfield Albion went in 
front in 39 Minutes when another surging run from McCreadie created space down the right 
and he switched inside the full-back and crashed a low shot under the visiting keepers body
to make it 3-2.
HALF TIME 3-2
Albion were now expected to defend their slender lead, and cope with the strong wind.
As expected, Broughton came charging forward from the first whistle and Wallace was
twice the saviour as he had darted from his line to avert danger. For long spells Albion
were pegged back, but Broughton were limited to long range efforts as the Albion back-line
stood strong, with Irvine and McCallum impressive under pressure. When the defence was
breached, Wallace was outstanding as he reacted swiftly to any danger. Mid-way through
the half Wallace made an astonishing save as he tipped a long range effort on to the bar
where Cowan was available to avert the danger. A good Albion move on the hour was Moohan
shoot just wide. Almost immediately, Albion made a change as O'Brien was replaced by K. Ross.
Broughton now threw everything forward and Albion had to dig a little deeper to keep them at bay.
A third and final change was made by Albion, when Kerr went in for Huxtable and Kerr's pace
gave the Albion side some respite as his fresh legs saw him charge up the left at every opportunity.
As the clock ticked the frustration felt by Broughton was evident, and Albion should have wrapped things
up when Barr set up Moohan who then flashed a shot over the bar.
As the referee played a full five minutes injury time, it was a delighted Albion side that 
headed for the dressing room at time up.
