It was thrills all round at Pilrig as Albion staged a late comeback to grab a share of the points.
Three changes were made to the side which lost heavily in the Scottish last week, as Redpath aimed to get back to winning ways. In glorious October weather Albion were again slow to settle and it was fully 16 Minutes before they had any thing to cheer about. However, it was the visitors who went into the lead as a stray ball in the box was slipped home by the CCS Striker to make 0-1. Albion were in a big hurry to draw level, but their tendency to rush thing’s, especially in front of goal, was getting them nowhere.
A series of 3 consecutive corners were testament to this frustration, when first Crawford was inches from connecting his header, then Hittable went close, then a melee in the box ended with the ball cleared from the line. The game at this point was a scrappy affair, with both sides having difficulty in stringing two passes together. As the half drew to a close Redpath had the visitors hemmed in their own penalty area and the extended pressure paid dividends on the stroke of half-time when Stevenson blasted home a loose ball in the box from close range to level.
HALF – TIME 1 v 1
There were no changes to either side as both teams returned for the second period. The opening 20 minutes of the second half were carbon copy of the first with little to cheer as both sides continued to huff n’ puff there way through the game. Then in 69 minutes Albion were caught short at the back when a long ball down the right ended with a cross ball landing sweetly for the visiting striker to easily tap it home to make it 1-2. Albion then replaced O’Brien with Frank Ross in midfield in a bid to freshen thing’s up. The move almost paid dividend when, first Weir then Crawford went close. Then an injury to sweeper Cowan allowed Ellwood to come. At this point Albion went man-for-man at the back, playing with four in the middle with three up front, in a bid to claw their way back into the game. As so often happens in these do-or-die situations the attacking side get caught out, and that’s exactly what happened, as the visitors caught out the home side with a long ball that was dispatched past the outstretched Wallace to make it 1-3. This blow, with only nine minutes to go should have finished the game, but anyone who left thinking it was over, was going to miss out on the grandstand finish. Moohan replaced J.Russell, and then some sustained pressure, resulted in another succession of corners, had the visitors struggling. The last of these ended with cross-ball cannoning of a CCS defender and flying into the net to make it 2-3. The pressure was really on now and Redpath threw everything into attack, and within two minutes of the second came the third as Crawford sent a looping header over the CCS keeper and just under the bar to make it 3-3. It was now all to play for and the last five minutes saw chances at both ends, with the visitors coming closest to ‘stealing’ the points as a well taken free kick crashed of the bar.
