A Keith Ellwood double was enough to earn Redpath a place in the semi-finals of the Dunedin Cup against Carbrerra Athletic. On a day made for football Albion were looking to avenge their 1-2 league defeat by the visitors at Pilrig three weeks ago. Redpath knew that victory would keep their season alive and that only a 'gritty' performance would be required if they were to secure a win against the League's only unbeaten side.
It was looking good for the home side as early as the 3rd Minute when they almost opened the scoring.
In nine Minutes a sleek move down the left involving Ellwood and Morrison ended with a Barr snapshot giving  the keeper some trouble. As with the earlier encounter three weeks ago the tackling was lively and all credit to referee Mr. Gray for allowing the game to flow. The five man Albion midfield took an early grip on the game and with Crawford and Morrison working the flanks a goal was not long in coming. However, when it did arrive it came from a Morrison corner in 18 Minutes as Ellwood powered home a far post header to make it 1-0.
This one goal advantage didn't last long, as within five minutes the visitors were level, when also from a header, they gave Wallace no chance. 1-1 In 34 Minutes Morrison moved onto a clever Barr head flick but could only watch as his half-volley was comfortably saved by the keeper.

Albion restarted, playing against a stiff breeze, but you would never have noticed as they enjoyed their best period of the game, where for a 15 Minute spell they dominated and played some good football. In was during this spell that they took the lead for a second time when Ellwood prodded home a loose ball to make it 2-1.
Player/Manager Barr was causing all sorts of problems for the visiting defence as he lead the line well playing as the lone striker. His link up play with the the midfield five was working well. In 66 Minutes Barr was first to react to a loose ball in the area and his spectacular overhead kick only just failed to beat the keeper.
The visitors decided to go for broke and made a series of substitutions, which gave them fresh impetus. Albion replaced the injured Ellwood with Weir in 86 Minutes.
With K. Ross and Irvine solid at the back, and Wallace coping comfortably with everything thrown at him Albion were worthy winners in the end
