Albion produced one of their best performances of the season to take full points from top table Meadow Star. The importance of this win keeps Albion’s title aspirations alive and anything less than 3 points would have possibly left them way behind the pacesetters. On a heavy pitch, Albion’s midfield were in command from the first whistle, and with Cowan and Frank Ross inspirational in the centre, their crisp creative passing was creating all kinds of problems in the home defence. Indeed, it was Cowan who came closest with two half chances in the opening 5 Minutes. The game bust into life in 11 Minutes when an inch perfect pass from Cowan released Barr, who smashed a shot on the turn, high into the net from 18 yards.0-1. Some great work from Crawford down the right was rewarded when he cut the ball back into the path of Barr who slotted home for his second goal in 21 Minutes. 0-2. Some of the passing and movement was joy to watch and Weir almost finished a great chance with only the keeper to beat. The home side were causing few problems for the Albion defence and when they did, it was easily mopped up by Gary Russell, Huxtable, Kevin Ross and Irvine, with Wallace’s safe handling instilling confidence. Another mazy run from Crawford ended with Weir’s volley going wide. It was three nil in 36 Minutes when Weir was sent through, only to see his lob on the keeper stick in the muddy goal line, but it was Crawford who was first to react as he slammed the ball home. 0-3 Albion ended the half with the home side looking shell-shocked.

If Meadow wanted to get back into this game, they would have to go looking for an early goal, but all the action was taking place in the half of the field as Albion continued to dictate the pace of the game. In 49 Minutes Crawford should have scored, but blasted over from 6 yards. 5 Minutes later Barr should have completed his hat trick but shot straight at the keeper. The home side were edging back into the game and in 63 Minutes they got their break when Frank Ross’s clumsy challenge resulted in the referee pointing to the penalty spot, which was converted to make it 1-3. Albion continued to play their measured precise passing game, and it provided the fourth goal when, Morrison, who had replaced the injured John Russell, crafted a through ball Weir who coolly finished in some style to make it 1-4. On 80 Minutes Brown replaced Crawford wide on the right. Two Minutes later Albion had a scare when Wallace was injured in a collision with a Meadow forward. With the light fading, Meadow scored a late consolation to make 2-4.
