Then 3 Minutes from the break Crawford was on hand to blast the ball into the empty net, after a wayward shot from Barr luckily landed at his feet.

Inverleith obviously wanted to take more advantage of the elements than Redpath did and they attacked right from the restart, but despite this they failed to cause any real problems, until the 63rd minute when after a spell of pressure they leveled with a deserved equalizer 1-1. An injury to Stevenson resulted in a change with John Russell slotting into the central midfield role. The second half which had been as a big a yawn as the first, was fizzling out with both teams looking like they were happy to settle for a point each, but nobody had bargained for the crazy spell of injury time action. Redpath tried to freshen things up in attack, and try and shake the game to life, with Smith replacing Crawford wide on the right with 10 minutes to go, but to no avail. However, it was the same old story when 2 Minutes into second half injury time Albion were caught short at the back and Inverleith snatched what looked like a late winner. 1-2.  With nothing to lose the home side swept into attack looking for the equalizer, only to be caught on the counter-attack and concede a third 1-3. Almost with the last kick of the ball Barr grabbed a consolation for Albion but it was too little too late. 2-3
