Albion were given a lesson in finishing as the visitors snapped up 

5 goals at Pilrig, but that was not the whole story, far from it.

Three 1st half lapses in concentration left Albion with a second half
 mountain to climb.
Dundee University looked a big, fit side and within Minutes they had

posted their intent that they were looking too win. But, once Albion 

 forcing 3 consecutive corners in the first 2 Minutes
got to grips with the pace of the game both sides started to match each other.
However, in 16 Minutes Albion fell behind when a short back header left

Wallace with a lot to do as he sprinted from his line to salvage the situation. 

As he looked to have gathered the ball it sprung loose and was swept into the net by the 

visiting striker who was lurking 6 yards out 0-1.
Albion had a couple of half-chances to draw level but it was not to be as
both sides played end to end stuff. In 27 Minutes Albion fell further

behind when an ordinary looking corner was pitched to Albion’s far

post where the home players watched as a powerful free header was

valiantly parried by Wallace, only for the Uni side to crash it home

for the second goal 0-2. It was a sore goal to lose, as Albion were competing

well and looking to get back into the game. In 33 Minutes Kerr beat the off-side trap 
but the biggest home crowd of the season, could only gasp as his shot went

inches wide with the Dundee keeper well beaten. Three Minutes later Albion

found themselves 3 behind when they were caught with a quick free kick just

inside their own half, and all it took was 4 sharp passes before the ball was

expertly dispatched by Wallace for the goal of the game.

Albion knew that a quick response would get them right back into the game, and within 

2 Minutes of the restart Barr was bundled of the ball as he bravely dived to head what 

would have been a certain goal. Penalty. Up stepped Stevenson who crashed his

shot wide of the keeper’s left hand post. Was it going to be one of these days’?
Well it was certainly looking that way as Albion pressed forward at every opportunity

only to miss chance after chance. It must have been a bizarre game from the spectators

point of view as the side with the 3 goal lead were hemmed back in their own half as Albion

chased the elusive break-through. It almost came in 56 Minutes, when Kerr wriggled along the 

the bye-line and saw his shot cannon back of the post, hit the keeper and go out for a corner.

Huxtable went on his trademark run and was unstoppable as he carved his way through,
only for his shot to sail over the bar. Another corner caused havoc in the visiting area when
Huxtable’s shot took a deflection, and came back off the bar. He was first to react, but shot weekly

into the keepers arms. Frustration was now creeping in as Albion were having one these days’.

The game was put beyond doubt in 67 Minutes when a deep cross was headed home to make it 

0-4. Time for freshening of the front line where Barr and Kerr had worked tirelessly, as
Minto replaced Barr in order to inject some extra pace. Albion, for all that they were four

behind were still the busier side and more changes came in 76 Minutes when Crawford replaced

Frank Ross in midfield. Stevenson was looking to atone for his spot kick miss and he was foraging

down the right and causing all sorts of problems for the students. It would have been a travesty if

Albion weren’t to take something from this game, and a third change was made with O’Donnell

being replaced by full back Kevin Ross, who slipped into the back-line, which allowed Huxtable to 

move up to midfield. This move really had the visiting side on the rack as he swept forward

at every opportunity and instantly made a diagonal run which had the keeper scrammbling as
 he watched it creep past the post. Two strong runs from the same player created 
chances, which again went wide. The students scored a fifth in 86 Minutes when a

speculative shot was diverted via a home player past Wallace to make it 0-5
