Albion in rampant form as they tame Lions
Albion turned in a Jekyll and Hyde performance at windswept Craigroyston to march into the 3rd round of the Miller Cup.
A side depleted by holidays' and injuries allowed Albion to give a full debut to youth striker Minto with U19 midfielder
Salton taking a place on the bench. Midfield playmaker O'Donnell was declared fit enough to start, with
Kevin Ross coming in for the injured Ferguson who was content with a support role as substitute.
Albion kicked off with the fierce wind at their backs, but it was the home side who made the early play, as
Albion struggled to get to grips with the elements. Despite this Albion went into the lead when a swift move down the left
ended with Cowan driving past the keeper to open the scoring 0-1 The next 10 Minutes saw Albion miss a series of 
chances, before Barr made it 0-2 a with well taken goal in the 21st Minute. Debut boy Willie Minto was
causing the home defence some real problems with his turn of pace and it was no surprise when he turned his marker
 in the box, played a quick 1-2 with Barr and fired a great left foot shot high into the net to make it 0-3 in 36 Minutes.
HALF TIME 0 - 3
Although 3 goals in front Albion hadn't played particularly well, but some half-time verbal exchanges  saw them
start the 2nd period in more positive mood. The football was now more controlled and the prompting from
midfield and the creativity of O'Donnell was carving openings in the Lions rearguard, but with chances
still being squandered, it wasn't until the 58th Minute that Albion found the net for a fourth time when a clever slip 
through from saw Barr beat the off-side trap to crash home number 4. Albion were now in a complete command
and teenage midfielder Salton replaced O'Brien in midfield and made an almost instant impact
as he played a great ball through to Barr who squared for Victor to drive home the fifth  in the 70th Minute 0-5
With Albion now in rampant mood Minto deservedly added to his tally when he blasted home his second
and Albion's sixth 0-6  A second change was made when O'Donnell, just back from injury, was replaced by Ferguson.
O'Donnell's exit left youth player Salton with centre stage and he played a series of excellent passes, to give
Barr (twice) and Minto chances to increase their tally, but these were foiled by the keeper. Albion ended the 
day with a seventh when Cowan drove home from just inside the area to complete the rout.

Summary

really have been far more. The 3 goal margin was really down to poor defending rather than
Albion creating any flowing football, and to be honest the player's accepted this as
the half time exchanges brought a positive response, and what a change in the second half 
which was more akin to the Albion's early season form as the midfield pulled the
 strings to make thing's happen as all four second half goals were contrived 
from good passing play which brought the rewards. A great debut by Minto, who did his
chances of an extended run in the side, no harm. Teenager James Salton also made
a positive contribution with some perfectly placed passes. Good to see both strikers
bagging a double each, with Cowan supplementing them with a double from midfield.
A good win, an especially good second half, and its sets Albion up for next weeks 
Scottish Cup tie at Pilrig Park.
