Some temporary measures were taken to anchor
the uprights, but within seconds a further 'freak' gust unseated the 
left side of the goals. The match official took a look and decided
to call a halt to the game as both sides looked on in amazement.
With only 9 Minutes left Albion should have been given the option
of further securing the posts to allow the game to finish. Even the 
visitors were happy to allow us the option, but the match official
decided otherwise. We'll now have to wait on a decision from the
association on the outcome.
