Albion come close, but bow out of Scottish Cup
A brave and spirited performance by Albion, but they were just
that wee bit short of matching their Scottish cup opponents.
In a match played in blistering early morning sunshine, a large 
crowd had taken their places at the re-arranged venue of Leith Academy.
The first half saw Albion under some extensive pressure, but with all the 
visitors skilful play being contained in the middle third of the park, the home 
side were coping comfortably with this pressure. It did pay off however, when 
in 22 Minutes Tynecastle opened their account to go 0-1 in front.
This strike was followed 5 Minutes later by a second goal that threatened
to dispirit the Albion lads. Thankfully, the half time whistle gave the home side
the opportunity to regroup.
HALF TIME 0-2
A lengthy half time interval was agreed to allow the lads the chance to take in
plenty of fluids and as the half progressed Albion were growing in confidence.
Tynecastle still continued to dominate the midfield areas, but with no real bite and
as the mid-day heat became strength sapping, ironically it was Albion who seemed 
to have the energy reserves as they crept more into the game and started to breach
the visitors defence. There was 7 Minutes left when Albion deservedly reduced the 
leeway and hit back with a well worked goal 1-2. The home side reacted with even
more confidence after this goal and with only seconds to spare almost grabbed an
equaliser, but the Tynecastle keeper leapt high to his left to hold a lob that 
was heding for the top corner. It was a very relieved visiting touch-line that
applauded the referee's final whistle.

Verdict

The heat was such that both sides should be applauded for producing
such an entertaining spectacle. For long spells, Albion had to be content to
sit-in and mop up extended periods of pressure, but held firm at the crucial
moments. Apart from the two Tynecastle goals, Albion could still be confident that
if they could keep up the work-rate chances would be made. The positive team-talk
at half time made all the difference as Albion started to believe that they might just
take something from the game. The late goal that gave Albion the opportunity to
put their visitors under pressure, probably came just a shade too late. If it had been
scored earlier, who knows what might have happened?
Overall, a good solid performance and one that should give the lads bags of confidence
for what will be a long season.
