There are two “F” words widely spoken at the club, the main one being “football” and the other which is just as important is… Funds!


You may be interested to know that Pilrig School costs the club approx £2000 for ten months and that’s only for Saturday and Sunday’s. Midweek, evening coaching sessions Mon —Friday costs another £600 for school hire, and that’s after paying our annual Youth Registration fee £117 to the council which gives us a discount on hiring the school!!! �League Associations’ (SYFA/SAFA/ERYFA/BGCS) Insurance, Affiliation fees etc amount to £400+ per annum.


The pitches at Pilrig costs the club £375 to hire from the council, even though the council’s record of pitch maintenance, lining parks, re-seeding and seasonal remedial work ensures they possibly provide the worst service in Scotland. We currently have to undertake our own pitch maintenance and have no option but to line the parks etc at considerable cost to ourselves. The purchase of a pitch marking machine, plus materials has recently cost the club £450 for pitch work we’ve already paid for!


Kit Laundry costs £440 per season. Replenishing playing kit, footballs, 1st aid etc costs the club approx £1,500 per season. Leith Academy Astroturf costs £400 for six months. Totals = £6,282. Thankfully, our sponsorship with Trinity Roofing will help off-set some of these costs. Our club’s biggest outlay is always going to be playing kit and without the input from our sponsor’s generosity and our weekly fixed odds it would have been a major struggle. Our “partnership” with Trinity Roofing will see most of the financial input going towards kit costs. Individual match and training dues paid by members will be kept at the same level as last season, but if Fixed Odds sales fail to increase this season, the club will have no alternative but to increase these fees in order to meet its outgoings.
