The club has been at the forefront of 5 and 7-a-side events, coaching schools and in the last two years has organised the Show Racism the Red Card projects bringing together young people from Leith’s rich and diverse mix of cultures. The club has also been contracted to provide coaching provision to primary 7 girls at Leith Community Centre on Thursday afternoons. This initiative, in partnership with the community centre allows girls from various Leith primary schools to enjoy football and has been a huge success.

£££££££££££  Money Matters Cont: ££££££££££££�Raising funds for any cause is an ongoing issue and it is no different at Redpath Albion. Our overheads are well documented on page one, and believe me there were a multitude of other “hidden” expenditure items I could have listed.�The club prides itself on providing a service to its members and if we can afford it, and if the teams require it, we’ll pay for it.�However, we need the support of the members and parents and sponsors. Game and training fees only scratch the surface when it comes to paying our way. If you calculate that due to council let charges increasing in August 2007, it will now cost all our sides £23.20 per hour x 3 hours = £69.60 to use Pilrig School during non school term dates, and that’s only for one fixture. If we require Pilrig during non-term times, and these include school holidays, for all three teams that amounts to £69.60 x 3 games = £208.80 for just one weekend. We are negotiating with the council to reduce this crazy figure. Add refs fee (Youth) £14 and laundry costs at £10 seniors and youth x 2 sets = £20 and the additional costs of the grass sites, it’s obvious the sums don’t add up…. We can, with your help, however, recover the bulk of the deficit in costs by selling more fixed odds on a weekly basis. If every player, senior, youth and junior contributed at least £4+ we would be looking at a funding level that would allow the club to at least pay its way without cutting costs. �Also remember, a full sheet = £10 entitles each member to a free game�Inevitably, if this fails to happen then game and training fees’ will have to increase to a level that supports the �expenditure. We have until now and the end of the season to rally round and support the club financially, and with your help it can be achieved. If we don’t, the club will have to look long and hard at cutting back on non-essential expenditure levels and possibly look at increasing game and training fees. Cut-backs are not on our agenda at present, but the club would have to look long and hard at its commitments to non-essential services, the possible loss of the wonderful facilities at Leith Academy Astroturf  for winter coaching, pre-season friendly games being played away from Pilrig Park, Injury Insurance being withdrawn etc to save costs.�We need you to help.
